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A car rally is contested

by a 2-person team, in ordinary cars,
on regular roads, within the legal
speed limit. The game is to drive on
time - not early or late [it's not a
race]. These are “winter” events,
adding the factor of snow and ice to
the road conditions. These night
events use secondary and "dirt" type
roads. There are competition classes
for Novice and experienced competi-
tors.

Free Novice school at each event.

EVENTS & SPEEDS

The Winter Rally Series is in its' 22nd
season in the Finger Lakes area. De-
signed to provide enjoyable competi-
tion for every level of rallyist, the se-
ries allows choices.

"Tulip" diagrams [a line drawing of
each intersection] and a mileage at
each turn, give each night rally an
easy-to-follow course. The challenge
is in the road surfaces and weather
conditions. Primarily unpaved back
roads are wused [usually roads
plowed during the winter], and we
hope for snow. To allow rallyists to
compete where they feel comfort-
able, we utilize 3 speed groups, and
"seed" drivers based on prior experi-
ence and performance. Only the
most experienced, proficient drivers
compete at "A" speeds, usually 45
MPH. Novices start at "C" speed, 36
MPH; the majority compete at "B"
speed, or 40 MPH. In very bad
weather, each group usually drops to
the next lower speed, and a fourth
speed is added at 33 MPH. To
equalize competition between speed
groups, a factor is applied to the raw
score based on the competition class
and speed group to determine final
score.
